As soon ns this interesting announce-
ment was noised abrond, hundreds of
people flockod to see the newly discovered

wonder from all the surrounding mining
sottlements of Whiskey Bar, Wild Goose
Flat, Rutilesnake Bar, Pilot IIill, (Cen-
treville,) and other places, so that within

the first six ‘days, it was visited by up-

wards of four hundred persons; many
of whom, wo regret to sny, possessed
a larger organ of ncquisitivencss than of
veneration, and laid vandal hands on
some of the most beautiful portionswithin
reach, near the entrance. 'This deter-
mined the proprietor to close it until ar-
ranigements could be made for its protec-
tion and systematic illumination, the het-
ter to sec and not to touch the specimens,

At this time Mr. Gwynn lonsed the
cave to Messrs. Smith & Halterman, who
immediately began to prepare it for the

reception of the public by crecting bhar-

riendes, platforms, etectera ; and placing
a large number of coal oil lamps ab fa-
vorablo points, for the hotter inspection
of the different chambers.

The discovory being made in the spring,
considerable water was stunding in somo
of tho decepest of the chambors; bub
signs. were already visible of its reces-
sion at the rato of nearly six inches per
day, and, in o few weeks, it entirvely dis-
appeared, leaving the cave porfectly dry.
This afforded opportunitics for {urther
explorations ; when it was found that a
moro convenient entrance could be made,
with but little labor, from an wnimpor-
tant room within o fow feet of the road.
Mhis was accordingly made, and which,
in addition to convenience, allows of the
freo circulation of pure air. llaving
thus given an historical sketch of the
discovery, with other matters connooted

On leaving the lotel, it is buta short
and plensant walk to the cave. At our
right hand, a fow steps before renching
it, therc is o limo-kiln—a perpetual lime-
kiln—which, being interproted, means
ono in which tho article in question, can
be continually made, without the necessi-
ty of cooling off, ns undor the old method.
Ilerc o large portion of the limo con-
sumed in San Francisco, is manufactured.
It is hauled down to Folsom or Sacra-

mento in wagons, as return freight, and

from thenee transported Telow, o sco
this kiln at night, in full Dlast, as we
did, is o sight which alone would almost
repay the trouble of o visit. The red-
hot doors at. the base, with tho light
flashing on the faces of the men as they
stir tho fire, or wood-up;. with the flames
escaping out from the top ; and when to
this is ndded the deep ravine, darkened
by tall, overhanging, and large-topped
treo, and shrubs; while high aloft sails
tho moon, throwing her silvery scintilla-
tions on every objeet around, from the
folinge-draped hill, to the bright little
rivulet that murmars by.

At these works, thore are forty harrels
of limo manufuctured every twenty-lour
hours. Mo produco theso, three and a

| half cords of wood are consumed, cost-

ing, for cutting only, $L75 per cord.
"o haul this to tho works, requires a man
and team constantly, Two men ‘are em-
ployed to exeavate the rock, and  two
more to attend to the burning—relieving
ench other, at the furnace, ovory twolve
hoars ; from morn to midnight.

Advancing along a narrow, low-roofed

passngo, we emerge into tho most heauti-
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ful chamber of the whole suite, entitled
the ¢ Crystal Chapel” It is impossible
to find suitablo language or comparisons
to doscribe this magnificent spot.  IFrom
the beginning, wo have felt that we were
almost presumtnous in attempting to por-
tray these wonderful scenos ; ,(but, in the
hopo of indueing others to sco, with their
natural eyes, the sights that wo have
seon, and enjoy the pleusure that wo have
enjoyed, wo ontered upon the task, even
though inadoguately, of giving an out-
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line—nothing more. ~Ilore, however, we
confess ourselves entirely at o loss.

Miss Maude Necham, a young lady
visitor from Yrokn, has succceded in
giving an admirable idea of this sublime
sight, in some excellent drawings, made
‘upon the spot; two of which wo have

engraved, and herewith pre scnt to the

‘reader,

‘The sublime grundcur of this imposing
sight fills the soul with astonishment,
that wells up from within as though its

‘purpose was to make the beholder speech-

less—the language of silence heing the

~most fitting and’ impressive, when puny

man treads tho groat halls of naturo , the
more surely to lead him, humbly, from
these, to the untold glory of the Infinite
One, who devised tho laws and. superin-

~tended the processes that brought such

wonders into heing.
After the mind scems propared to ex-
amine this gorgeous spectacle, somewhat

‘in detadl, we look upon the ceiling—if we

may 8o speak—which is cntirely covered

“with myriads of the mostheantiful of stone

icicles, long, large, and brilliant; between
theso, are squares, or pancls; the mul-
lions or bars of which seem to he formed
of dinmonds ; while the panels them-
selves resemble the frosting upon win-
dows in the very depth of winter; and
aven these ave of many colors ; that most
prevailing being of o light - pinkish-
crenm. Moss, coral, floss, wool, trees,
and many other forms adorn the inters
tices hetween the larger of the stalactites.
At the farther end, is one vast mass of
rock, resembling congealed water, ap-
parently formed into many folds, and lit-
tlo hillocks; in many instances connected
by pillars with the roof above. Deep
down,and underneath this,is the entranco
hy which we reached this chambor,

At our right stands a large stalagmito,
dome-shaped at the top, and covered with
beautifully undulating and wavy folds,
Every imaginary gracefulness possible

to the most curiously arranged drapery, .

is hero visible,* carved in alabaster” by
the Great Architect of the universe.” .

~In order-to examine this object. with
moro minuteness, & temporary ‘platform
has boen crected, which, although deo-
tractive of tho general effeat, in our opin-

As this spoctuclo, as well as the others, ‘

is brlllmntly illuminated, the scene is

very imposing, and reminds one of those

highly-wrought pictures of the imaginu-
tion, painted in such charming language,

and with such good cffect, in such works

as the  Ara-binn Nights.”

Other apartments, known as the “ Pie-

} OW wall do we remembor tho fow

agreable days, spent in this min-
ing town in the winter of 1850; when
snow was several fect in depth, and! still
falling. To sit in the cozy cabin by
tho large log fire, and listen to the cheer-
ful converse of the miners, whon the
snow-king had “driven them from their
daily laborsy and clogged the water
ditehes, was n time to be remembered.
Wo have often thought that mining, if
the claim pays well, is ono of the most
independent and pleasant of all occupa-
tions in the mountains—oven whilo ad-
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mitting that it is very laborious and fa-
tigning.  Bubto the history. ‘
In 1850 the Mounlein Messenger, pub-
lished at L Porte, gave o very .interost-
ing account of goveral mining towns in
Siorra county, among which was the one
here illustrated, and we know that we
cannot do -hetter than prcsevnt that hist”
tory to the reader, as thore given,.—
This flourishing place is plensantly
sitnated on- the north sido of Rabbit
Crock, on the dividing ridge botween the
Yuba and -Feather Rivers, about gixty-
cight miles north of Marysville, and
twenty miles {from Downieville; and
during tho winter sonson is the highost
point of the Sierra Nevadas reached by
passenger trains. - The altitude of Ln
Porto is about four thousand five hundred
feot above the sen lovel.. -
"There is but very little definite or ac-
surate information concerning the time
- of the discovery of gold in this part;
bhut the yonr 1851 is generally admitted
to ho the time. The name of the discov-
erer is not now known, and prohably this
very important item in the town’s history
will evor remain among the things un-
chronicled. e o
Mr. ITackett, now n resident of Gar-
dino's Point, in this county, worked on
Rabbit Creek in 1851, and is now the
only person residing in this vicinity who
was o resident at that early period.
Several stories are ramored in regard

It is hut fair, however, to note some faots
which tend to mislead our judgment and

~militate against uny hasty conclusions.

We seldom knew a rich planter cultivate

‘o sun-flower; and they wore those who
commonly owned tho' richest and more
malarious districts; while the light, dry,
or sandy and to some extent wooded
ridges, rewole from swamps, were owned
by the pourer or well-to-do classes who
were more given to planting them, in
this their more genial soil,

Doubtless if wo studied the higher and
more useful luws that govern the great
ocean of atmospherie {luid in which we
live, with as much caro and skill as the
keepor of an nquarium doos his reser
voirs, we should find it oqually as casy
to understand and avoid any ill-bnlanced
culture, and thus bo ublo to supply the
neaded natural compensating vegotable
lifo exactly suited to purily tho air by nb-
sorbing injurious exhalationsand effetonc-
cumulations consequent upon stagnation
and excess; and also counteracting their
paleful influences by bulsumic and etheri-
alexhalationsinsuch abundance as tosup-
ply the brain and nervous system with its

appropriate pabulum and consequentvital |

forco—sulliciout at least to counteract tho
temporary tendency and ‘preserve o gen-
oral state of healthy equilibrium,

The time is drawing nigh, we would

fain. hope, when we shall need tho phy-
gician less, beeause weo are more willing

to search out and submit to tho divine

laws of Nature. Those who may be

skoptical on theso points, and too rendy
to dismiss tho subject without investigat-

ing for ghomsolyes, would do well to con-

sider; that with regard to this plant, it

is ono of tho most remarkably absorhing

and exhaling properties,  The perspira-

gion of tho sun-floweris geventeen times

greater than tho human hody, and its

exhalations aro p’oculim'ly Dalsamic and

healing in mucous irritations.

Mo dwell on the powerful, although of-
ton inscnsible nuture of the resinous, ole-
aginous, inflamublo and electrical, besides
numerous other qualitios of these veget-
able exhalations, would he to extond our
remarks to u volume, instead of u short
notico; we hopo cnough has heen sug:
gested to indueo obsorvers to entertain
the subject, so far ab least, us ‘may be
useful for investigation. ‘

EDMUND TANDOLPI'S ORATION BEFORE TIE 'SOCIRTY OF CALTFORNIA

PIONBEERS, SIITEM BER, 18G0.*

T15 early history of California having
Dboon preserved, for the most prt,

ish, and stowod awny among tho musty
archives of the Missions, has nob heen
readily available to persons unfamilinr

or unwilling to go to much {rouble to find
the intoresting facts thus treasuved up.
In 1863 T S. Capron paid this State
flying visit, and returned with the mate-
pial for o small volume; hut hig oppor-
tunities were small, and as o conso

ing, wag very meagre. ‘
In 1855, that ably edited and compre:
hensive volume, “The Annals of San
Trancisco,”-—which, Lias not, Wwo e

Culifornin is among the newest. Iler
wholo history is embraced within the life-
time of men now living, Just ninoty-one
yoars have passed since man of Europoan
origin first planted his footstepe within
the limits of what is now our State, with
purpose of permanent inhabitation,—
Hence all the inhabitants of California
have heen but Pioneers. ‘
~ Cortes about the year 1537 fitted out
soveral small vessels at his portof To-
huantepee, sailed north and to the head
of the Gulf of Californin, 1t is said that
his vessels wero provided with everything
requisite for planting a colony in the
nowly discovered region, and trunsported
four hundred Spaniards and three hun-
dred nogro slaves, which ho had assem-
bled for that purpose ;- and that ho imag-
ined by that const and sen to discover

In tho lutitude of 32 degrees ho
made a cape which was called, by
himself, I suppose, Cape Engatio, +(De-
aeit;) in 33 degroes that of ln Cruz, and
that of Galera in. 304, and opposite the
lust he met with two large islands where
they informed him that at some distatice
there was o nation who wore clothes;

. in 87 dogrees and a half he had sight of

some hLills covered with trees, which he
onlled Sun Martin, as he did also the cape
running into the sea at the end of these
ominonees, Beyond this to 40 degrees
tho coast lies northeast nnd southwost,
and about the 40th degree he saw two
mountains covered with sunow, and be-
twixt them a large eape which in honor
of the vicoroy he called Mendocino.
This headland, thercfore according to
Venegas, wis christened three hundred
and cighteen years ‘ago, Cabrillo con-
tinued his voyago to the north in mid-
winter, and reached the <Hith degree of
latitude on the 10th of Mareh, 1543.
From this point he was compelled by
want of provisions and the had condition
of his ships to voturn, und on the 1-4th of
April he entered the havbor of Natividad,
from which he had sailed,

In 1578, at mid-sumuer, Sir Franeis
Drake landed upon this coast, only u fow
miles  northward from the Bay of San
Franciseo, nt o Lay which still bears his
pame, Siv Walter Raleigh had not yet
guilod on his first voyage to Virginia It
will be intoresting to know how things
looked in this country at that timo.
After telling us how the natives mistook

them for Guds und worshiped them and
offerod sacrifices to them much agninst
their will, and how he took possession of
the country in’ the name of Quoen Lliza-
beth, tho narrative goos on: “Qur ne-
coasniro business heing ended, our Gone-
ral with his companio travailed up into
ghe countray to their villages, where wo
found heardes of deore by 1000 in o com-
panic being most lrgo and fut bodie.”

There wero other expeditions to Lower
California and the Western Coust, after
the timo of Cortez and Cabrillo, but they
all proved fruitiess until the Count de
Monterey, Viceroy of New Spain, by or-
der of the King, sent out Schastian Vis-
cayno, 1Mo sniled from Acapulco on the
5th day of May, 1602, with Lwo Inrge
vessels and o tender, as Captuin-goneral
of the voyage; and three bure-footed
Curmolites, Father Andrew de ln As-
sumpeion, Father Antonio de la Ascen-
gion, and Father Tomas de Aguino, also
accompanied him; likewise Capt. Gero-
nimo Martin, who went as cosmographer,
in order to make draughts of the couns
trios discovered. ‘

Sebastian Vizeayno with his flect strug- ‘
gled up with immonse dificulty nguinst
tho sumo northwest wind, On the 10th
of November, 1302, he cutored San Diego.
In Lower Californin ho landed frequent-
ly, and made an nceurato survey of the
coast. Abovo Sun Diego he kept further
from the shore, noting the most conspic-
uous landmarks, But ho came through
the canal of Santa Barbara, and when at
anchor undor ono of tho islands, was
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visited by the King of that country, who
came with o fleet of boats and cavnostly
pressed him to land, offering as o proof
of his hogpitablo intentions, to furnish
overy ono of his seamen with ten wives.
Finally he anchored in the bay of Mon-
terey, on the 16th of December, 1602,
The namo of Monterey was given to this
port, in honor of tho Vieoroy. On the
17th day of December, 1602, a church—
tent or arbor—was erccted under a largo

" onk, close to the scaside, and Fathors

Andrew de la Assumpeion and Antonio
de In Ascension said mass; and so con-
tinned to do whilst tho expedition re-
mained thero.

er.  She had, of the erew, hut one sailor
and the cook loft alive; nll the rest had
died of scurvy. The first thing to be
done was to found o Mission and to look
for Monterey, which from Vizenyno’s
time had heon lost to the world,

The Mission being founded, the next
thing was to attract the Indinns, This
was done in the simplest manner by
prosonts of food and cloth to the older
ones, and bits of sugar to the youngones,
At tho same time they wero deawn from
a wandering lifo, oollected in villnges
around the Mission Chureh, and instruot-
ed in tho habits and arts of civilized life.
Father Junipero bagan the work at San
Diego on tho 1Gth duy of July, Anun-
toward incident of a very unusual nature
in Californin, attended this first essay.
Tho Indians not heing permitted to stenl
all tho cloth thoy coveted, surprised the
Mission when only four soldiers, the car-

preserved to our day. Its fibrous text-
ure, its gloss, analogous to that of silk,
the facility with which it can be separat-
ed into vory fine filaments, flexible and
clustic, sothatit assimilatos to flax or silk;
in fine, its immutability and incombusti-
bility by {ire, cnused the ancients to bo-
lievo it o Le o kind of incombustible flax
grown in Indin, This opinion sustnined
by Pliny, who nssures us that its proper-
ty of resisting fire is owing to the dry Lot
climate in which it grows, has prevailed
until somo chemists examined those pre-
tended vegetable fibres, and ascertained
that the amianto is u mineral composed of
‘many oxides of metals: limo, magnesia,
aluming, in combinntion with an acid
that in our duy is culled Silica acid.

The Greeks and Romans who hurned
their dead,  manufactured - shrouds or
winding-sheots of this in which they wrap-
ped the bodies of their Kings, so as to col-
loct their ashesintact, In Rome nearthe
Nuevin gate, in 1702, there was found a
funeral .urn- which contained a skull,
burnt bones and ushes in a picce of ami-
anto cloth of 2 metres long, and over
1} metros brord. [A metre is about 3
ft. 3 in. and fof an inch in length.] This
procious relic was seen in other times in
the Vatican, » :
The incombustible wicks of the an-
cients were composed of amiunto, which,
according to some authors, hurned in oil,
without bheing consumed, Such is the
origin of the perpetunl lnmp, The name
of Asbesto, which signifies inextinguish-
able, appears to huve heen given to this
stono on accountof its use. Aldrovando,
a Boloninn naturalist, in the sixteenth
contury certified that he could convert it
into oil, which would® humn forever.
When the filaments of this substance are
long enough, and af thesmme time smooth
aud pliable, they are ensily woven, cs-
pecinlly when mixed with cotton or hack
led flax or hemp. - When taken from the
loom the cloth is thrown into the fire to
burn the vegetablo fibres, the nmianto
cloth nlone remnining untouched by its
contact with the fire..

But the greatest of all these was he,
who gained sway over the world by the
gimple magic of tho pen, unfolding the
hidden mysterios of man’s heart, and the
ovorflowing benutics of naturo to tho
present and to the future generntions of
Enrth’s children.  1Lis fame was as [resh,
as flowery, as verdant, as mellow and ma-
turo then in 1600, as it is now in 1860,
A very pleasant and recentiy written
description of Sir Francis Drake’s Bay
may be found in the Annals of San Fran-

will in 1579, One of our old pionoer

An English resident of California, who
lived for many years in the city of Oxford,

sorved in the public halls of the aforesaid
Bodlean library, and that he has many
times sat in it, Suspended over this
Californin momorial, is some orviginal
Government papor relating to the decap-
itation of King Charles the Fivst. The
old library spoken of is ono of the most
oxtensive and valuable in the world,

Tho forementioned Journal of Febraa-
vy and March, 1850, says, thereis an old
tumbledown house in the town of Sunint
Aubins, Jorsay, in which the islanders
maintain Sir Franeis Drako was horn and -
spent his childhood,. The story goes on
to say, that the grout navigntor's name
was originally Francois Malliard, * the
patois for Drake in Jersey,” but that
when he beenme & grent man ho convert-
ed it into Francis Drake. The said houso
is still inhabited by a family of Mailliards
who pretend to he desconded from a
hrothor of Sir Francis,  Can any reader
inform me where he (Sir Franeis Drake)
was horn, and consequently whether my
native isle has the honor of having been
the birth placo of such o famed one in
England’s history ? Celia Youny, Jersey.”

Sir Francis Drake was horn at Tavis-
tock in Devenshire, n country which pro-
duced several Elizabothan heroes, among
them Sir Francis, *“worthy companion,
both in life and death of Sir John ITawk-
ing,” Sir Walter Raleigh, Sir IInmphroy
Gilbert, and others of loss note, Sir
Francis died in 1590, off Nombre de Dios
