Communications in Yosemita
started simple becoming more com-
plex as veor added to year, The
history of their development runs
the gamut from Indion smoke sig-
nals to the expectations of dialing
arcund the woarld.

The Hrat communication system
lo Yozemite Valley was o telegraph
constructed along the Blg Oak Flat
from Sonoro to Yosemite Valley in
1870). {See "The First Tslegraph Wire
latd to Yosemite Valley,” V33:53.55,
Yosemite Nature Notes, June 1954}
Later, in 1882, a new line was strung
by Western Unlon and come into the
Park wvig Berenda Grant's Sulphur
Spring, and Wowona, It was used
by the Army from 1830 until 1908.

The following informaoiion was
gletmed from ennual reperts to the
Secretary of the Interior by the Act
ing Superintendents. These were
the different commanding officers of
troops slationed here from 1890 un-
til 1915, during days of Army man-
agement of the pork,
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A early as 1905, pleags were
mode o the Secretary for funds to
sonstruct telephone lines from head-
quarters to oulpost stations, the ur-
gency lor such telephone service
being emphasized by the foct thal
il was more than four days travel
lo these posts, and often by the time
instructions could be received from
headguarters by courier the need
for action hod passed.

The contract with the Pacific Tele-
phene and Telegraph Company was
modified in 1912 to provide an on-
nual fee to the government, and the
government in turn would poy for
the transmission of its telephone and
telegraph messages,

The 1913 report complained of too
many telephones on the line and
recommended that a central office
cmnd  switchboard be installed ond
that heavier telephone wire be used.

In 1914 when the Army was relisy-
gd of administering the national
parks aond civilion employses took
over, a J-ling switchboard was in-
stalled, This tock care of 26 govern-
ment phones, 11 for the concesslon-
alres, 3 phones at E| Poral, and 3 at
Wawona, with o total of 87 miles
af line:

In 1913, improvemsnts were mods
to facilitate further the communico-
lton service, The switchboard's co-
pacity was enlarged, ond hegvier
wire was strung, In this vear thers
ware 153 miles of line and 66 phonss
in use. Today there are about 600
phones in uae in Yosemile Naticnal
Pork and 600 miles of line.

The switchboard installed in 1914
was located n an old building
cacross the rood from the present
movie pavillion in the Old Village,
In 1917 the exchange was moved
fe the Administration building, then
locatead between the preseni stors
building cnd the movie povilion.

In 1925 when the new Adminis-
tration building woas built, the ex-
chonge was moved into it and ex-
tensive work was corried on in im-
proving the telephone svstem, With
the thought of keeping the beguty
of the park unmorred by telephone
linga, BOOO feet of underground cable
was inslalled, Todaoy with the
changeover, the work of putting tele-
phone lines underground goss on.

Alse in 1925 Pacific Telephone and
Telegraph Compony, io mest the
increased long disiagnee telephone
traffic, installed an A" type corrier
This is o device that makes one wire
CUTTY geveral conversations ot once,
In 1938 to overcome toll line fallures

due o frequent storms, o radio link
wirs installed between Yosemiie and
Merced. .

In 1934 radio communications was
introduced oz o permoment part of
the park communication service and
to supplement the wire lines.

In 1945 cnd 1947 the Pacific Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company
improved their long distonce car
rier service again. Since then omd
up to now there has been a conslant
effort maintained o enlargs the sys-
tem to meet the increasing demonds
for satisfactory telephone =ervice. In
spite of the continued improvements
the present 155-line switchboord is
inadequate lo take core of the heavy
summer traffic. The new gutomatic
switchboard will have o capacity of
400 lines, which should provide ade-
quate service for the times being,

The next step in improving com-
munications will be the installation

of modern mobile radio sguipmern:
in wehicles and at peoints now nol
segched by the telephone system.
Mention was made earlier of th
automeatic dial switching equipmen:
which is now being installed. Thi:
will be in o new bullding in the
parking area a shorl distance norit
of the museum wildilower garden
In this building, known as the Com
munity Digl Office, all looal calls
including El Poral, Arch Rock, Cas
caodes, Foresta, Crone Flat, Nevado
Fall and Merced Lake will bs han
dled mulomatically. Similarly a com
ity dial effice al Weoweona will
handle local calls thers, including
Chilnualng Village, South Enfrances
and Mariposg Grove, Chinguapin
and Bodger Poss. To reacch Tucl
umne Meadows and
outpost phones such as While Wol
Yosemite Creek, May Lake, Tenava
Leake, Glacier Point, and points out
side of the park, the system becomes
more complex, necessltoting o micro
wave radio system.

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THE YOSEMITE VALLEY SCHOOL

CONCLUSION

Anciher wvisitor, whom 1 have
special reason to remember, wos
Miss Sarch Horton, a very lovely
lody, who operaled o girls’ school
in Oaklond, California, Every other
year she would take a group of her
alrla to Yosemite for the summer,
where thev generally occupied
Hutchings' eabin. She ond my
mother became greatl friends, and
usaed to disouss plans for my attend-
ing the Unlwversity of California,
many yeors in the future, One day,
during Miss Hall's second term, Miss
Horton visited the school, cnd being
a teacher herssll, lock o greal infer-
est in the proceadings. Miss Hall
put us through cur paces, and my
act was the reading of o little poem
{the title and aquthor of which T do
not remember) dealing with o bird's
addiction to cold water. [ de not think
I will ever forgat these twe lines, in

which the bird speaks:

Cold water, cold water. O that is my lay,
And | sing in ils praoiee as [ twilter away.

I swept through the piece without a
hitch; then Miss Horton threw the
well known monkey wrench by
azking me the meaning of the word
"lay™, Did | know it? No! Of course
notl 1 was embarrassed, of course,
but my feelings were nothing com-
pared to Miss Hall's; she could
chesrfully hoave boiled me in oil.
Then my mother leamed akbout my
fumble, cnd 1 do not suppose | heard
the last of it for the next couple of
yeors,

The school term generally closed
with o little exhibition, or "entertain
ment”’, with recitations, dialegues
lablecux, and the like, aitended by
the parents and cmyone slse whe
might core to view the procsedings

Miss Hall closed one of her twe
termz on October 16, 1889 and the
other on Ocloher 17, 1890, both waib
appropricle exerciass, the second o
which | remember vividly. The oud
ience, consisting of 16 or 17 peopls
were sedied on benches  strunc
lengthwise along the walls of the
echoolroom. At the closs of the
program Miss Hall invited the gen
tlemen of the oudience lo say a few
words. (In those good cold well
ordered days, ladies, like children
were to be seen and not heard, and
so they were nol asked to speak)
Mr, William Coffman, of the firm of
Colfman & Kenney, who opsroted
the stables, was the first to respond.
He was on excellent specker, ana
made an impressive ialk:; all the
men who followed him (excen
Tulius Starke) began by apologizing
for not being Demosthenes that Mr.
Coffmaon was. Starke, who had tak
en over Adelph Sinning's woodwork
ing and curlc shop diter Sinning's
death on June 20, 1889, was quite
oftenn drunk, and whether it was sc
on this ccoasion or not, he made o
long, flusnt speech of his own, apol
ogizing o nobody. He described his
feelings ond emotions, repeating
often the phrase "in my heart”, “ic
my heort’, with his hand over his
heart, and bowing.

Today the school is the lalest word
in modern, wellequipped plants,
constructed by the U. 8. Office of
Education, with 5 teachers and 104
pupila. The teaching staff, provided
by Mariposa County, consists  of
Mra, Pouline Shorb, principal and
teccher of the zixth grade, who has
given me much kindly help in gath-
ering mmformeation: Mr. Art Turner,
seventh and eighth arades: Mrs.
Haozel Owerton, fourth and  difth
grades; Mrs, Edith Lomkin, sscond
and third grades; and Mrs. Bong
May McHenry, first grade ond kin-
dergarten,

The =schoo! hos indeed made g
long march from the log and tres of
1875, ar even from the roush little
shock of my time, with its mosgqui-
toes and ils cudience of long, areen
lrzards.
